
     AP Spanish Language and Culture Summer Assignment

The following summer assignment is for the students who will be taking the AP Spanish Language and Culture Course for the 2019-2020 school year.  The objective of the assignment is preparation and to give students a better idea of what to expect on the AP exam, as well as, encourage practice with the language over the summer.  Taking this assignment seriously and spacing its requirements out over the summer will benefit you greatly.  All assignments are to be emailed to me by the specified due date.  This summer assignment will be graded for Q1.  Failure to complete all sections will result in a “0”.
AP Exam Format
The AP Spanish Language and Culture Exam is approximately a 3 hour long exam testing your abilities and proficiency in Spanish.  It is not a knowledge-based exam like most other AP exams, it a skills-based test.  You will be integrating all four of your language skills:  listening, speaking, reading and writing.  The testing date is Tuesday May 12, 2020.
Format of Assessment
Multiple Choice — 65 Questions | ~ 1 Hour, 35 Minutes | 50% of Exam Score
· Part A — 30 questions; 40 minutes

· Interpretive Communication: Print Texts

· Part B — 35 Questions; ~55 minutes

· Interpretive Communication: Print and Audio Texts (combined)

· Interpretive Communication: Audio Texts

Section II

Free Response — 4 Tasks | ~ 1 Hour, 28 Minutes | 50% of Exam Score

· Part A — Written Tasks; ~70 minutes

· Interpersonal Writing: Email reply (1 prompt; 15 minutes)

· Presentational Writing: Persuasive essay (1 prompt; ~ 55 minutes total: 15 minutes to review materials plus 40 minutes to write)

· Part B — Spoken Responses; ~ 18 minutes

· Interpersonal Speaking: Conversation (5 prompts; 20 seconds for each response)

· Presentational Speaking: Cultural comparison (1 prompt; 4 minutes to prepare, 2 minutes to respond)

Assignment #3:  Interpretive Communication: Audio (30 points, 10 summaries at 3 points each)
Due Date: August 5, 2019 
Objective:  To strengthen one’s listening skills by listening to authentic materials. 

Procedure:   Listen to Spanish radio, news, television, podcasts, etc. and document it with a summary of 5-10 sentences in Spanish. 
Vary the topics you listen to (environment, politics, economics, education, technology, health care, medicine, science, customs, architecture, fashion, art and music, etc.)  Start out by listening for 15 minutes and work your way up to 30 minutes.
